A regular meeting of the Board of Directors of Central Basin Municipal Water District was
held on Tuesday, April 29, 2008 at 1:00 p.m., at 6252 Telegraph Road, Commerce, California.

President Apodaca called the meeting to order at 1:03 p.m. and presided thereover.

1. ROLL CALL. The following Directors were present. Apodaca, Chacon, Hawkins,
Montalvo and Vasquez. Also present were General Manager Aguilar and District Counsel

Wance.

PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE. Director Hawkins led the Pledge.
INVOCATION. Director Chacon delivered the Invocation.

2. PUBLIC COMMENT AND PRESENTATIONS - Louis Atwell, City of Downey
(deferred to Item No. 11)

(Members of the public are invited to present comments to the board on matters within the District’s jurisdiction but
not on the agenda. The public may present comments on agenda items when the matter is called.)

3. ITEMS TOO LATE TO BE AGENDIZED (Determine the need to discuss and/or take action on
item(s) introduced that came to the attention of the District subsequent to the posting of the agenda.)

NOTE: At the discretion of the Board. all items appearing on this agenda, whether or not expressly

listed for action, may be deliberated and may be subject to action by the Board.

General Manager Aguilar reported that there was one item too late to be agendized that came
to the attention of the District subsequent to the posting of the agenda regarding Earth Day
and requested that the Board consider adding this item to the Action Calendar as item No.
12A.

ACTION: Upon a motion duly made by Director Vasquez to add item 12A. Earth Day Recap to

the Action Calendar was seconded by Director Hawkins and was approved by the Board.

4. MWD ACTIVITIES UPDATE
e Aileen Hermoso stated that the MWD Board of Directors approved the MWD
Budget on March 11, 2008 to be effective on January 1, 2008. She reported that
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for 2008 the Tier 1 rate, which is currently at $508 will increase to $579 in 2009,
an increase of $71 per acre-feet. She also reported that the Tier 2 rate for 2008
was currently at $606 and would increase to $695, an increase in $89 per acre-
feet. In addition, she stated that the Replenishment Water rate increased to $36,
which amounts to $294 for 2009 as oppose to the 2008 rate which is currently at
$258. Lastly, she stated that MWD increased the Ready-to-Serve charge by $10
million, which is currently at $82 million and would be $92 million in 2009.
Basically, it would be an increase in $5 per acre-feet for Central Basin.

e Dave Hill reported that the MWD Board approved forming four committees that
would look at a variety of issues and provide feedback to the Board. He
informed the Board that he committees were: 1) Audit Committee; 2)
Government and Leadership Committee; 3) Integrated Resources Plan Steering
Committee; and 4) the Hoover Contract Committee which would look at the
power contract with the Hoover Dam. He reported that Federal Judge Oliver
Wanger ordered a hearing to held on May 15 to get an update on the salmon
and steelhead trout numbers in the Delta. Lastly, he reported that he had just
received information on water supply for the months of March and April. He
reported that the months had been very dry and that precipitation was 75%,
snow pack 78% and Runoff at 55% of normal.

¢ General Manager Aguilar reported that he attended a meeting a MWD regarding
a 5-year plan on Supply Allocation. He stated that the member agency

managers will continue to work with MWD staff to develop a 5-year plan.

be for removal and replacement of the pipeline.

the Board approved the recommendation.

16. GENERAL MANAGER’S REPORT ON DISTRICT ACTIVITIES. Aguilar reminded the
Board that they were required to make or submit a report on their attendance to the CA-NV
AWWA Conference in Hollywood. He reported that the Purveyor Workshop scheduled for
May 1, 2008 was cancelled. He informed the Board that the Central Basin Water Association
was hosting its annual membership meeting on Thursday, May 1 at the Rio Hondo Event
Center in Downey and that the topic was conjunctive use. Aguilar reported that Director
Apodaca’s Diamond Valley Lake Trip was scheduled for Friday, May 2. He informed the
Board that the Communications Committee was rescheduled to Monday, May 5 at 10:00 a.m.
due to ACWA conference. Aguilar informed the Board that a Washington, D.C. trip was
tentatively scheduled for the week of May 12 to meet with some of the electeds. He also
reported that the Water Resources Committee and Finance/Administration Committee were
rescheduled to Monday, May 12 at 2:00 p.m. and Wednesday, May 14 at 10:00 a.m,,
respectively. Aguilar reported that Director Hawkins’ Diamond Valley Lake Trip was scheduled
for Thursday, May 15. He informed the Board that Solar Cup 2008 was scheduled from May
16-18 in Temecula. He reported that the Board Budget Workshop was scheduled for
Tuesday, May 20 at 10:00 a.m. He also informed the Board that the Central MWD Caucus
had been scheduled to Wednesday, May 21 due to ACWA Conference. He reported that the
Purveyor Workshop was scheduled for Thursday, May 22 at 10:00 a.m. He also reported that
the Central Basin and WRD joint luncheon was tentatively scheduled for Friday, May 23 at
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11:00 a.m. Aguilar informed the Board that the District would be closed on Monday, May 26
for Memorial Day. Lastly, he reported that Belinda Faustinos would be making a presentation
in June to the Board on the progress of the San Gabriel River Discovery Center.

A RESOLUTION OF THE BOARD OF DIRECTORS OF
CENTRAL BASIN MUNICIPAL WATER DISTRICT RELATING TO
WATER RATES AND CHARGES AND REPEALING RESOLUTION NO. 05-07-731

BE IT RESOLVED BY THE BOARD OF DIRECTORS OF CENTRAL BASIN
MUNICIPAL WATER DISTRICT as follows:
1. Purpose.

The District purchases water from the Metropolitan Water District of
Southern California (“Metropolitan”). The District’s rates, fees and charges reflect the
fees paid to Metropolitan for water.

2, Findings.

The Board of Directors finds:

(@)  The rates, fees and charges set forth herein will offset the amounts
paid by the District for water, the cost of operations and maintenance expenses, and an
amount necessary for reasonable reserves.

(b)  The revenue produced by the rates, fees and charges set forth
herein will be used to provide service to existing customers and, as a result, further
environmental review is unnecessary by virtue of 14 California Code of Regulations,
Section 15273.

3. General.
The District delivers potable and recycled water for direct and indirect use.

Customers shall pay the following rates, fees and charges for delivery or continued
delivery of water. Customers shall use water delivered by the District only for reasonable
and beneficial purposes.
4. Definitions.
The following terms are defined for the purposes of this resolution:
Customer means a person, firm, or corporation that purchases water from
the District.
Direct use means the use of water, other than groundwater, for reasonable

and beneficial uses.

District means Central Basin Municipal Water District.



Indirect use means the use of water to replenish a groundwater basin
through the methods of in-lieu, spreading, or injection.

Metropolitan or MET means The Metropolitan Water District of Southern
California.

Recycled water means water not meeting the criteria established by the
California Department of Health Services for domestic use and derived by treatment in a
water reclamation plant.

Replenishment Service means the delivery of treated or untreated water by
MET through the methods of in-lieu, spreading, or injection in order to replenish the
groundwater basin.

Treated water means water treated by filtration, disinfection and other
processes at a MET treatment facility.

Untreated water means water from MET that did not undergo the filtration,
disinfection and other processes at its treatment facility.

5. Direct Use: Potable.

(@) The amount of potable water the District can deliver for direct use
and the price is a function of the terms under which MET delivers water to the District. In
brief, MET has assigned a “base firm demand” to the District for the period between
January 1, 2003, and December 31, 2012. The District must purchase a portion of the
ten-year base firm demand from MET during the ten-year period. MET will charge
reduced rates for a portion of the annual base firm demand.

(b)  The District has allocated the base firm demand among customers
based on historical use. The amount assigned annually to each customer by the District
is called the customer’s “base allocation”. Each customer’s base allocation may change,
but the sum of the base allocations of all customers shall continue to be the same as the
base firm demand assigned by MET to the District. The District may change the base
allocation at its discretion. The District may also change the individual base allocation to
reflect changes used by individual customers.

(c) A customer may request the District to adjust the customer’'s base
allocation each year. The request shall be filed at least 90 days before the end of the

calendar year. The District shall act on such requests at least 30 days before the end of

-2.



the calendar year. The District shall reassign base allocations to the maximum extent
feasible, but the sum of the base allocations shall not change and the sum of reductions
shall equal the sum of increases.

(d) District customers that signed the 5-year purchase agreements with
the District effective January 1, 2008 and ending December 31, 2012 acknowledge their:
(1) acceptance of the base allocation, (2) obligation to purchase 300% of base allocation
during the five-year period, (3) right to purchase 90% of the base allocation at reduced
rates in any single calendar year, and (4) opportunity to change all or a portion of the
base allocation.

(e) For direct delivery of potable water up to 90% of the customer’s base
allocation, a customer shall pay $564 per acre-foot effective July 1, 2008 and $635
effective January 1, 2009 for treated water. For direct delivery of water in excess of 90%
of the base allocation or for direct delivery of water to a customer without a purchase
agreement, a customer shall pay $662 per acre-foot effective July 1, 2008 and $751 per
acre-foot effective January 1, 2009.

()  Each customer that signed a purchase agreement with the District
shall purchase for direct use not less than 300% of its base allocation of potable water
during each five-year period commencing January 1, 2008. At the end of the 5-year
purchase agreement, the customer shall pay the District the applicable MET water supply
rate per acre-foot for the difference between the portion of this requirement that is
delivered and the amount not delivered.

(9) Effective July 1, 2008 through June 30, 2009, a customer will pay
$5,300 per cubic-foot per second of MET system capacity based on the highest average
day flow between May 1 and September 30 from the previous three years.

(h)  Certain customers are required to have their purchase agreements
approved by the California Public Utilities Commission (PUC). Until the PUC approves
their purchase agreements, these customers shall pay for water delivered by the District
pursuant to Section 5 (e) above. If the PUC does not approve their purchase
agreements, such customers shall pay $662 per acre-foot for delivery of water, effective
July 1, 2008, and $751 per acre-foot effective January 1, 2009.



6. Recycled Water
(@) The customer shall pay for recycled water delivered by the District as

follows:
MONTHLY VOLUME RATE
First 50 AF of metered usage $444/AF
Additional AF of metered usage $413/AF

(b)  The Malburg Generating Station shall pay for recycled water

delivered by the District as follows:

MONTHLY VOLUME RATE

First 25 AF of metered usage $337/AF
Next 25 AF of metered usage $313/AF
Next 50 AF of metered usage $290/AF
Additional AF of metered usage $267/AF

(¢) The District may serve recycled water outside of its service area

pursuant to contract at the following rates:

MONTHLY VOLUME RATE
First 25 AF of metered usage $464/AF
Additional AF of metered usage $433/AF

7. Indirect Use: Potable.
(@)  The District may obtain water for indirect uses such as groundwater
replenishment from MET and from other sources.
(b) Customers shall pay $434 per acre-foot for treated water obtained
from MET effective July 1, 2008 and $480 per acre-foot effective January 1, 2009.

(c) Customers shall pay $302 per acre-foot for untreated water obtained
from MET and used for groundwater replenishment, effective July 1, 2008, and $338 per
acre-foot effective January 1, 2009.

8. Monthly Water Service Charge.

Effective July 1, 2008 through June 30, 2009, a monthly water service
charge of $31.00 per cubic-foot per second of meter capacity shall be assessed for each
service connection capable of delivering imported water regardless of the amount of
water delivered. The monthly water service charge shall not exceed $10,000.



9. Payments.

(@) The District shall bill each customer for water delivered during the
prior month. All water shall be billed at the applicable rate. Bills shall be due when
issued and shall be delinquent if payment is not received by the District by close of
business on the 10th day of the month following the date of billing.

(b) If water is sold for indirect use, but the water is used for a different
purpose, the customer shall pay upon demand the difference between the rates
prescribed for the true use and the rates paid.

10. Delinquencies.

If a customer is delinquent in payment for water delivered by the District, an
additional charge equal to 2% of such delinquency shall be assessed for each month or
portion thereof that the payment remains delinquent.

11. Water Conservation.

(@) A customer may obtain replenishment service only if MWD delivers
replenishment water to the District. As determined by the General Manager of the
District, District customers shall comply with terms and conditions established by MET for
replenishment service. Water shall not be delivered for replenishment unless the
General Manager also determines delivery will benefit the District by increasing the
amount of potable water available for delivery.

(b)  The use of imported water when the use of recycled water is
feasible, is a waste and unreasonable use of imported water. [f the District makes
recycled water available to a customer, but the customer does not use recycled water,
the District may impose a surcharge on water deliveries of up to 50% of the billing. The
proceeds of the surcharge shall be used for any of the following purposes:

§)) Designing and constructing additional facilities within the customer’s
boundaries or at other locations for the distribution of recycled water;

(2) Designing and constructing plumbing system modifications on retail
services within customer’s boundaries or at other locations as necessary to distribute
recycled water; and

(3) Repayment of prior construction costs for systems to deliver recycled

water to the customer or others.



12. Other.

This resolution is effective for water delivered on or after July 1, 2008 and
repeals Resolution No. 05-07-731.

SECURITY GUARD SERVICES FOR THE DISTRICT HEADQUARTERS

SUMMARY:

In March 2008, three months after the District's relocation to Commerce, a survey was
conducted amongst staff to gauge staff's experience and confidence with safety measures and
security services at the new headquarters. The survey disclosed that a majority of the
employees:

¢ Arrive and depart between the hours of 7:00 a.m. and 6:00 p.m.;

e Feel more secure having guards onsite when arriving in the morning and departing
in the evening;

e Are comfortable with the current safety and security measures in place during
daytime and nighttime; and

¢ Do not work on weekends, except for events and District-sponsored trips.

Following this assessment, which was based on actual staff experience, the “Scope of Work™
in the “Request for Proposals” (RFP) for Security Services was developed. The “Scope of
Work” included:

e 16-hours of unarmed security coverage from 4:30 p.m. to 8:30 a.m. from Monday
through Friday, equating to 80 hours/week. The rationale for the hours was to
provide security during evening hours when there is a likelihood of criminal
activities in the area and to have security at the building when staff arrives and
departs;

e Security coverage for at least 10 weekends in a year when events are held by the
District; and

e Other security guard duties as listed in Exhibit “A”.

The RFP was distributed to thirty (30) security companies and was posted on the District
website for 21 days in accordance with the District's procurement policy. Eleven (11) firms
submitted proposals, which were evaluated based on criteria outlined in the RFP, as follows:

Completeness of the Proposal 10%
Company Qualifications 25%
Experience 25%
Capability to meet District requirements 30%

Price 10%

CONSERVATION UPDATE

SUMMARY:
MWD Enhanced Conservation Program

In April 2008, Central Basin MWD in partnership with the Long Beach Water Department
received notification of approved funding for $90,000 to provide residents, currently without a
landscape irrigation system, with new water-saving devices along with training programs on
the proper use of the devices. Through Metropolitan Water District of Southern California’s
(MWD)Enhanced Conservation Program, Central Basin along with the Long Beach Water
Department will coordinate a Landscape High-Efficiency Living Program (HELP) to achieve
an estimated average water savings total of over 600 acre-feet annually. Staff will coordinate
workshops along with marketing efforts for resident participation.

MWD Public Sector Program

The Public Sector Water Efficiency Program (PSP), launched earlier this year by MWD, offers
up to $15 million for conservation devices available to public agencies with potential high
water-savings or recycled water use by providing upfront funding to accelerate participation.
Two parts of the program include a conservation audit and enhanced device incentives.
Agencies can submit their applications directly to MWD for the incentives without going
through the audit exercise if they are already aware of the devices needed.

The conservation audit provides individual location audits and research for potential
conservation opportunities to agencies uncertain of which types of water saving devices
would work best. The following agencies are currently participating in the conservation
audits: the Cities of Huntington Park and Vernon and Little Lake City School District, which
serves the communities of Santa Fe Springs, Norwalk and portions of Downey.

The enhanced device incentive includes upfront funding covering 100% of the cost for
devices in lieu of a rebate program. Metropolitan has approved the following agencies based
upon their application submittals for the incentives: Lowell School District, Cities of
Paramount and Pico Rivera and El Rancho Unified School District.

District staff also continues to work with Los Angeles Unified School District and Los Angeles
County Parks and Recreation along with several cities to promote the PSP funding.

RECYCLED WATER CUSTOMER DEVELOPMENT UPDATE

SUMMARY:

The following is a monthly update on recycled water customer development at various potential
recycled water sites within the District's service area, listed by District Divisions. New sites and
updates on ongoing projects are described in the memo. The sites listed without any description
indicates no new development for the month.

Division | (Director Vasquez)

Condominium Complex (9236 Hall Road, Downey — 2 to 3 AFY): This site is expected to be
connected to recycled water in May.

Downey Sites (Estimated 10 AFY): These three sites, also situated in and around the old NASA
property, are proceeding much slower than anticipated due to public works projects that must be
completed prior to recycled water connections.

Kaiser Medical Center (Irrigation)
Imperial Highway (Median Irrigation)
Steve Horn Way (Parkway and Median Irrigation)

Desert Reign Church (Downey — 1 to 2 AFY)

Walgreens (Downey — 1 to 2 AFY)

Norwalk City Hall (Norwalk — 17 AFY)

Division Il (Director Apodaca)

Pico Park (Pico Rivera — Estimated 25 AFY)

Pico Rivera Recycled Water Pipeline (Pico Rivera - Estimated 83 AFY): The recycled water
pipeline proposed by the Los Angeles County Department of Public Works (DPW) as part of a
storm water transmission line project along Mines Avenue in the City of Pico Rivera is being
reviewed by Central Basin staff for its cost effectiveness based on a new demand estimate of
260 AF (100 AF for Pico Rivera sites and 160 AF for DPW use within the two spreading
grounds).
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Carl’s Jr. Restaurant (12938 Imperial Hwy, Santa Fe Springs — 1 AFY)

Division lll (Director Chacon)

Huntington Park High School (Huntington Park - 17 AFY): Staff is reviewing the latest irrigation
maps for the high school provided by Los Angeles Unified School District. Once the review is
completed, draft retrofit drawings will be prepared to discuss with high school administrators.

Division IV (Director Montalvo)

Pacific Alloy (South Gate - 10 AFY): Central Basin has sent a letter to the Los Angeles Regional
Water Quality Control Board (LARWQCB) to request a waiver for a permit to allow Pacific Alloy
to use recycled water (Exhibit “A”). Central Basin operates its recycled water program under the
permits issued by the LARWQCB to the Los Angeles County Sanitation Districts. Those permits
only allow recycled water use for irrigation projects. For industrial uses, a separate permit must
be issued by the LARWQCB or the permit must be waived. Given the relatively small estimated
amount of recycled water use at Pacific Alloy and the fact that all recycled water will remain on
the property, staff is requesting a waiver. Staff will update the Water Resources Committee and
the Board as to the status.

New Ham Park (Lynwood — 15 to 17 AFY)

Division V (Director Hawkins)

Dills Park (Paramount — 40 to 60 AFY): The Dills Park modification plans for recycled water use
were approved in late April by County Public Health. The project construction is expected to get
under way by late, May 2008.

Paramount Petroleum (Paramount — 3 to 4 AFY): Last month, staff was informed about an issue
regarding a wall being constructed on a portion of Central Basin’s pipeline by Paramount
Petroleum. The wall is part of a beautification project, which was approved by the City of
Paramount, but the easements were not reviewed prior to starting the project. Therefore, the
wall project violates Central Basin’s easement rights. Staff is working closely with the city and
Paramount Petroleum management to find a suitable resolution. A letter will be sent to
Paramount Petroleum identifying the problem and notifying them that if and when, Central Basin
needs access to the pipeline, the portion of the wall that violates the easement may need to be
removed.

MTA - Bellflower Bike Trail (Bellflower — 10 to 15 AFY)

FISCAL IMPACTS:

Revenues to Central Basin will increase as new sites are connected to the recycled water
system.

ENVIRONMENTAL COMPLIANCE:

Central Basin will follow all state rules and regulations regarding the use of recycled water.

Request for Industrial Recycled Water Use Waiver

Dear Ms. Egoscue:

Central Basin Municipal Water District (Central Basin) is the regional wholesale water
agency responsible for over 5,000 acre feet per year of recycled water deliveries in the
southeast Los Angeles County area. Currently, we have over 230 sites using recycled
water for a variety of uses including irrigation and industrial cooling and process water.
Although irrigation customers make up the vast majority of recycled water use in the
Central Basin area, industrial use makes up about 10% of all use. At this time, a new
potential industrial recycled water user has been identified in the City of South Gate.

Pacific Alloy Castings Incorporated is a company that uses a sand mill process for the
building of molds for various industrial parts. Use of recycled water at Pacific Alloy will
consist of a dual plumbed system that will use recycled water for both the sand mill
process and for the cooling of heat coils from the casting process, as well as some minor
irmigation use. Total usage is expected to about 10 acre-feet per year.

As part of this site approval process, the California Department of Public Health (CDPH)
reviewed an updated engineering report by Central Basin for the Pacific Alloy site. This
report was approved by CDPH and a letter was issued to the Los Angeles Regional Water
Quality Control Board (Regional Board) on March 7, 2008. (Letter enclosed).

Central Basin operates its recycled water system under permits issued to the Los Angeles
County Sanitation Districts, and currently these permits only allow recycled water to be
used as irrigation water. For industrial uses, a permit waiver from the Regional Board is
necessary. Therefore, because of the relatively minimal recycled water use and the fact
that all recycled water will either remain on site or be returned to the sewer (supported by
the engineering report) and not be released into the groundwater or surface water, Central
Basin requests a waiver of the permitting process for Pacific Alloy to operate its recycled
water system.

We have reviewed the Supplemental Title 22 Engineering Report (Report), dated
January 2008, for dual plumbed usage at the Pacific Alloy Casting Inc. in the City of
South Gate. The Report was prepared by the recycled water distributor, Central Basin
Municipal Water District (District). The Report with accompanying drawings describes
the usage of recycled water on the property, which includes dual plumbed use areas.

Inside the processing building, recycled water will be used for the sand mill process and
in the cooling tower. The sand mill process is a closed system and the cooling tower is
an open system. However, the cooling tower will not involve the spraying of recycled
water, instead recycled water is used as a cooling bath for heat coils from the casting
process. Access to the processing building is strictly for employees. Training on
recycled water usage for the On-Site Supervisor will be provided by the District,
Therefore, the use of recycled water as described in the Report is approved with the
following conditions: '

1. The Department considers the use of recycied water in this application as "Dual
Plumbed" as defined under Title 22 Chapter 3 Article 1 Section 60301.250 and
must adhere to the requirements of Article 5.

2. The Report, under Section 2.3, described the roles and responsibilities of various
agencies involved in providing recycled water to Pacific Alloy Casting Inc. For
the purpose of this letter, the Recycled Water Agency will be the combination of
all the agencies involved in this project through their respective user agreements,

State Water Project contractors: a group of 29 individual urban and agricultural water
agencies that receive water from SWP in return for financing construction and
operational costs.
storage costs: costs of operating and maintaining facilities that provide storage for
emergency, seasonal and carryover needs. Storage costs do not include system regulatory
storage, which are allocated to transmission costs.
stranded investments: costs, usually investments in facilities, that become unrecoverable
or spread to other customers when a customer abandons all or part of a system. Utility
regulators have allowed recovery of stranded costs through an exit fee assessed to
customers departing a system.
Superfund: see Comprehensive Environmental Response, Compensation and Liability
Act.
supply costs: costs of operating and maintaining water supply facilities, such as dams, to
control river flows, reservoirs to capture runoff, wells, desalination plants and the other
program costs associated with creating additional water supplies, such as transfers.
surface water: a body of water easily seen as it flows downhill to where it collects.
swamp: a wetland that can alternate between being wet and dry for periods of time
throughout the year.
